1. ONLINE APPLICATION

Applications are submitted online at
www.asu.edu/graduate/admissions. A
non-refundable application fee
($65 for domestic students and $80 for
international students) is required for
processing.

2. OFFICIAL ACADEMIC TRANSCRIPTS

One set of official transcripts from every
institution attended (all community
colleges, universities, etc., other than
ASU) . International students must
provide official transcripts in the original
language accompanied by an official
English translation of the transcript.

3. LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION

Three letters of recommendations are
required; there is no standard form
for letters of recommendation. We
encourage letters from people who know
you well: teachers, professional associates
and supervisors. Ask people who can
comment on your academic, emotional,
intellectual and professional development.
Please submit at least one academic letter
and at least one professional letter of
reference.

4. PERSONAL STATEMENT

Master’s students: State in 1-2 pages
(upload-able) your professional goals and
reasons for desiring to enroll in the
master’s program.

Ph.D. students: State in 1-2 pages
(upload-able) your professional goals and
reasons for desiring to enroll in the
doctorate program; describe any research
experience; indicate personal research
interests and identify two or three faculty
with matching research interests.

As part of your
application, the following coursework
will be evaluated to identify
deficiencies: Java Language
Programming (CSE 110), Concepts in
Computer Science (CSE 205) , Linear
Algebra (MAT 242), two Probability
and Statistics courses (IEE 380, 385),
and Operations Research (IEE 376).
